This business document is used to advice delivery of a shipment which is ready for
transport to the buyer. Since the consignee will receive the despatch advice before
the shipment arrives, it is possible to prepare for the reception of the shipment. The
despatch advice specifies the logistic units contained in the shipment and the trade
items contained in each logistic unit.

If an unexpected shortfall was discovered when the trade item was picked, the
shortfall can be reported in the despatch advice.

The despatch advice may also be used to advice that the quantity of a trade item is
delivered in surplus. The quantity of a trade item may be delivered in surplus if a
trade item, whose confirmed quantity deviates from the ordered quantity, has been
replenished in stock at the time of picking.
